She is the youngest of fifteen children born to the late Rev. John and Lizzie Mack.  She is the proud mother of two children, Junius Jr. and Tanya Maria Hughes and six grandchildren.

Minister Hughes was educated in the Roanoke City School System graduating from Lucy Addison High School.  She furthered her education through Cornet Business School, Shenandoah Bible College and Mary Baldwin Adult Degree Program.
